The year of 2014 was a period of extraordinary turmoil and
tragic losses. With an anti-terrorist operation being in full
swing, millions of our compatriots found themselves on the
brink of survival, having no homes and essential supplies.
Charitable foundations covered a lion’s share of expenses
for taking care of the victims. “Open Hearts” could not but
join this initiative. We purchased scarce medical equipment
for hospitals as well as medicines for people migrating
within the country. In particular, the purchased equipment
enabled doctors to efficiently provide help for a bigger
number of the wounded, to make their healing quicker and
to prevent septic fever and amputations.

The afore mentioned initiatives became possible thanks to
an unprecedented support on the part of ordinary Ukraini-
ans. We owe every quarter that we managed to collect for
the needs of charitable projects in the course of that
difficult year to those very people. Our friends from
Ukrainian Philanthropic Marketplace assisted us in getting
donations from not indifferent people.

This really people’s support inspired us for further projects,
which would serve as a bulwark for our peaceful tomor-
row's day. The problems requiring long-term solutions
remain of a high-priority to us. Support from socially
responsible companies and organizations is vital for our
activities.

Within the framework of cooperation with a telecommuni-
cation company “Datagroup’, a connection to speedy
internet channels for telemedicine consulting was
established at children’s hospitals in Ivano-Frankivsk,
Sumy, Cherkassy, Mukachevo and Kirovograd.

Proving reputation of the Foundation as of a reliable
partner, co-organizers of the “Run With Credit to the Heart
2014” entrusted us with expert assistance of the project for
the second consecutive year. The Foundation was in
charge of selection, procurement and transfer of the
required medical equipment for hospitals in Dnipropetro-
vsk, Kherson, Kremenchuk, Poltava, Vinnitsa and Lviv

whose total amount was over 1,1 million UAH. Furthermore,
several reductions in price made it possible to save nearly
300 thousand UAH.

Educational projects as well as support of young scientists
remain important to us. Within the framework of an annual
international scientific-technical contest for high school
students Intel ISEF, the Foundation founded a social prize
“Innovative Devices for Human Health”. This is a test case
for charitable foundations in Eastern Europe.

We fully understand that nothing can unite country as
much as common cultural values. That is why our project of
mobile galleries Instalazzia is always open to artists willing
to share their art with broad strata of society.

At the same time, any positive changes are doomed to fail,
in case they are not supported by society. Our contribution
to the development of a proactive civil society in Ukraine
lies in popularization of transparent charity, support of
youth civil organizations, encouraging of volunteers
movement.  Our partners from  The  Ukrainian
Philanthropists ~ Forum and Initiative Centre for
Encouraging of Activities and Incentives “Unity” help us
become stronger and more efficient in terms of
organization.

Network”, new centres for video-conference calls have been
established in medical institutions of all regions. The project
“INSTALAZZIA: street galleries” hosted the exhibitions of
Ukrainian artists’ works. Not only have a decent number of
fundraising companies made it possible to gather money for
the people afflicted by the conflict in Eastern Ukraine, but
they also have managed to keep the issue of charity in a
community up to date.

By purchasing medical equipment, the Foundation provides
constant support of children’s hospitals specializing on
cardiovascular diseases.

A great deal of attention is paid to development of public
activity among youngsters. There have been organized and
carried out a great many educational forums, contests and
trainings.

Foundation delivers targeted aid to those afflicted by military
actions. It also embarks on systematic measures with a view
to limiting the outcomes of the conflict in Eastern Ukraine in
regard to children that have been made to flee their homes
along with their parents.

National Telemedicine Network enables doctors to consult their colleagues on some
specific cases and to make decisions regarding their patients with help of live
video-conference calls.

The extension of a network provides a great opportunity to enhance the quality of
services and to make them more accessible, which also contributes to a better
professional level of doctors and fruitful cooperation in the field.

The project started in October 2011, and as of 2014, a number of 26 regional
cardiologic departments have been united in all regions of Ukraine. In 2014,
high-speed internet channels were provided for children’s regional hospitals in
Ivano-Frankivsk, Sumy, Cherkasy and Zakarpattya regions as well as for Cherkasy
regional hospital. Internet connection speed has been boosted for
"Scientific-Practical Medical Center of Pediatric Cardiology and Cardiac Surgery of
the Health Ministry of Ukraine" (Kyiv) and for Kherson children’s hospital. It was
also possible to find alternative ways of establishing of internet access for local
institutions, which enabled the Foundation to save nearly 95 thousand UAH.

In 2014, such runs took place in 5 cities of Ukraine:
Dnipropetrovsk, Kremenchuk, Kherson, Vinnitsa, and Poltava.
Thanks to 15 thousand of participants of the runs and to the
donations made by corporate donators, the Foundation
managed to raise over 600 thousand UAH. These funds made it
possible to purchase necessary equipment for five hospitals
participating in the project. There were also two devices bought
for defect occlusion and one peripheral stent system, allowing 3
children with heart defects to be operated in the National
Amosov Institute for Cardiovascular Surgery of Ukraine (Kyiv).

Three stages of fund-raising campaign “Wounds of Undeclared
War”, which were taking place under the auspices of the
Foundation from July until September 2014, drew much of
public attention. Thanks to these actions, a staggering 300
thousand UAH were raised for purchasing medical equipment
for Military Clinical Centre of the North Region, located in
Kharkiv. The acquired equipment (devices for vacuum wound
therapy and oxygen concentrators) enabled the centre to more
efficiently provide help for a greater number of the wounded, as
well as prevent septic fever and amputations.

Since 2010, the Foundation has actively
supported the children’s cardiocentre in Kyiv,
organizing fund-raising events, acquiring
equipment and popularizing the idea of how
important it is, not to be indifferent and to help
patients of the centre.

On 7th September 2014 a joint team consisting
of Foundation’s staff, cardiologists and their
families, as well as already healthy little
patients of the cardiocentre together with their
parents, participated in the traditional “Run
Under Chestnut Trees”, which had been held
for 22 consecutive years. The Foundation
provided the whole team of 200 persons with
T-shirts and took over their expenses for entry
fees. Thanks to the run more than 300
thousand UAH were raised. The money was
spent on preparation of a centre’s boiler-house
for a new heating season.

The Fourth all Ukrainian Charitable Action
“Merciful Valentine-2014” lasted from
5th February till 1st April 2014 and raised
more than 25 thousand UAH for
purchasing a new cardio monitor for the
cardio centre.

Cardio monitor is a necessary equipment
when treating a child in critical condition.
It allows to simultaneously observe 12 vital
factors - blood pressure,  body
temperature, electrocardiography, blood
oxygen level, etc. In other words, it
provides doctor with a possibility to make
a sound decision on patient’s further
treatment. The need of such monitors is
acute in Kyiv. Cardiocentre lacks
approximately 22 of such devices. Even
though 1-2 monitors will not make a
difference, they still can save nearly 150
children’s lives annually, which means
1500 in ten years of its warranty period.

Moreover, in 2014 we regularly purchased
oxygenators, quite expensive single-use
devices, which are indispensable during
operations. As of today, cardio centre has
already received 10 sets of oxygenators.

On 28th September 2014, along with
cardiocentre’s  staff, the Foundation
celebrated a World Heart Day within the
framework of the Kiyv Half Marathon 2014.
We tried to draw people’s attention to the
necessity of taking care of one’s health and
lead an active lifestyle. During the first
public celebration of the World Heart Day
there were examined 250 adults and
children. Examination included
measurement of pulse, oxygenation and
blood pressure before activities and
afterwards. By ten of the examined people,
doctors of the cardiocentre revealed some
deviations in their cardiovascular system
and urged them to undergo specialized
examinations.

For the second consecutive year CF “Open Hearts of Ukraine”
has taken part in the Kyivan City Celebration “Kyivan Youth
Invites you!”, in order to present its scope of work and to attract
youth to public activity.

From October 28 to November 2, 2014 the Foundation was
actively involved in the implementation of the project organized
by NSOU "Ukrainian Scouts Education Forum "Leadership for
Life", which was supported by the European Youth Foundation
(EYF), within the framework of the “Call for Ukraine”. The forum
was aimed at developing leadership skills of participants,
consisting of scouting youth aged from 18 to 30 years from all
over Ukraine. Moreover, it was also aimed at the co-processing
tools of interaction with local communities, including
representatives of local authorities. The Foundation has
provided assistance of coaches, who were able to provide
members with high quality and relevant information on a variety
of topics. Thanks to this event, more than 40 young leaders
received tools that significantly increase the effectiveness of
implemented projects and improve their organizational capacity
of their public unions.

The political_situation in the country has affected all its
inhabitants. However, in a particularly difficult situation were
vulnerable segments of the population. For now, they cannot
even count on the support of the state. To support people in
difficult circumstances, the Foundation has joined the Charity
Action "Do not Forget to Care!". The action’s aim was to collect
gifts and necessities for families in trouble, for kids being on
long-term treatment, for orphans and children deprived of
parental care, for people with disabilities and elderly people
living alone. In the period from November 23, 2013 to January 15,
2014 the Foundation, together with its partners, organized 18
points for collection of different things. More than 5000
residents of Kyiv participated in the collection of things.

In February 2014, the Foundation provided financial support (20 thousand UAH)
for families of those killed on the Maidan.

Together with the representatives of the NGO "European Association for Rights
of the Disabled " in the Odesa region, beginning from 30th May, 2014, in Odesa,
Donetsk and Luhansk regions a total of 21 families have been evacuated,
including disabled people (11 people moving on wheelchairs and 11 with help of
crutches or artificial limbs). In total, 65 people have been evacuated. Help for
these people was organized while leaving their places of living, moving from ATO
areas to the city of Odessa, as well as their accommodation and lodging, food
issues, transportation within the city, medicines and so on. CF’s "Open Hearts of
Ukraine" financial support of 10 000 UAH was directed to cover travel expenses
and purchase of needed household items for disabled people and their families
arriving in Odesa from Donetsk and Luhansk regions (from Kramatorsk,
Slovyansk, Druzhkivka, Krasnoarmiysk, Sverdlovsk and other cities). Apart from
that, collection and transfer of these essential supplies was organized to these
families.

At the end of 2014, the number of registered displaced persons in Ukraine
according to the Ministry of Social Policy amounted to 969 thousand people, of
which 123 thousand were children. In the period from 17th November 2014 to 31st
January, 2015 the CF "Open Hearts of Ukraine" provided assistance in the
amount of 20 000 UAH for the purchasing of essential supplies for 100 families
with children who find themselves in difficult circumstances. The aim was to help
displaced persons currently staying in Starobilsk, Luhansk region.

The Foundation has provided financial assistance for a family-type orphanage,
which has been relocated from the ATO area in order to purchase children's
clothing, school uniforms and shoes for 10 children.
